Scoring:
Items on Intimacy and Closeness are rated on a 4-point scale from 1 to 4. All other items are rated on a 3-point
scale ranging from 1 (never) to 3 (often). The scale includes three factors:
1. Company and Shared Activities: items 9, 10, 11, 14, and 15;
2. Mentorship and Instrumental Assistance: items 4,5, 6, 7, 8, 12, 13, and 16;
3. Intimacy and Closeness: items 1, 2, and 3.
The composite score is calculated by averaging the standardized scores of the 16 items. Higher scores
indicate higher levels of grandparental involvement perceived by the child.
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Note:

This scale has only been validated among children aged 10 to 12 years. It is recommended for use with children
in middle childhood through adolescence (approximately 10-18 years old); however, its reliability and validity
for broader age groups still require further examination. The estimated completion time for the scale is about
10-15 minutes.
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
